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Setting up Dreamweaver for editing web pages:

Make sure that your network manager has set up a web for you on the school intranet, and that you have authoring permissions for this web.

Your web will be on

http://khspupilweb/username 

Where username is you own username

Dreamweaver requires you to set up a local directory for your web site. Once you have checked that the pages work the way they should, then you can update them on the Intranet.

Create a folder in your mywork folder to hold your website. Give it the same name as your website (Probably your username)

Create a new folder in your website on N: to hold your images. Call it Images
Right click on My Computer and choose Map network Drive from the menu

map drive W: to \\kelso02\wwwroot if you are on the  khspupilweb server.

From the Site menu choose New Site

Click on the Advanced tab and fill in the details for your local folder and your web site.
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Click on the Remote Info Category.

Choose Local/Network from the Access list and fill in the details in the dialogue box.
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If you want to check that your website works the way you want it to before you upload it to the intranet, then make sure that Automatically upload files on server on save is unchecked
Click on OK.

Setting page properties

You can set up your page properties from the Modify menu. Choose Page Properties:

Inserting a Table
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You can insert a table from the Insert menu

Once you have inserted a table, its properties can be modified using the property inspector at the bottom of the screen.
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Changing  Text properties:

You can change the properties of text by selecting it and then using the property

inspector at the bottom of the screen.
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Graphics:

Graphics files should be placed in the images folder in your website in your mywork folder
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To insert them on a page, drag the filename from the file manager on the right hand side of the screen.

You can alter the properties of a picture by selecting it and then using the property

inspector at the bottom of the screen.
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Making a Link

To make a link,  Highlight the text or graphic you want to be a link, then drag the file to link to into the link box (or just type the URL into the link box)
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Testing your web site

Press the F12 key to test your web site in a browser

Uploading your website to the Intranet

Click on the files you want to upload (or the whole website) and then click on the upload button in the file manager
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 Setting up Templates:

What is a template?

A template file allows you to set up a web page which acts as a template for every page in your web site. A template is useful if you want to place navigation buttons or page headings on every page.

A template divides the page up into editable sections – those which will be different for every web page, and non editable sections – those which remain constant and can only be changed by editing the template file itself.
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Normally the non editable and editable regions of a template are set up as cells in a table.

It makes sense to create your template before you create the rest of your web site. If you change the template at any point, Dreamweaver will offer to update all the pages which have been created using that template.

Creating a new template

Choose File New from the menu and select  HTML

Insert a table into the document with two columns and two rows. Set the height and width to 100%

Drag the table until you have a top and side section to hold the items you want to appear on every page. 
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Once you have added items to the sections you want to appear on every page, select the cell in the table you want to be editable, and choose Insert, template object, editable region from the menu. Dream-weaver will ask you if you want to convert the document to a template
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Set the horizontal alignments of the cell to be left and the vertical alignment to be top
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You will see an Editable region tag at the top of the cell
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Save your template.

When you start a new page, select template from the new page dialogue box and select your template.
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You will only be able to add things to the editable region.

Setting up Cascading Style Sheets:

A Cascading Style Sheet (CSS) is a list of formatting commands which can be saved and then used to change any text on your web pages. If you change your mind about the style, just changing the CSS file will change all the text which uses that style.

Creating your style sheet:

From the Text menu, choose CSS styles, New CSS Style

Give the style a meaningful name (The name must have a dot at the front of it – Dreamweaver inserts this automatically.)


You will be asked to save the file.

Make all the size, colour, alignment and any other changes you wish, then click on OK
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To apply the style to a section of text, select the text then from the Window menu choose  CSS Styles. The CSS Styles panel will open. Select the style you want to apply to your text.


Importing Fireworks HTML:

If you have created a pop up menu or rollover graphic in Fireworks, you can import it into Dreamweaver along with all its associated graphics files.

The most likely place you will want to place popup menus or rollovers is on your site template, so make sure that you have created that first.    

Select the area of your web page (or template) where you want to insert the Fireworks HTML

From the Insert menu choose the Interactive Images, Fireworks HTML 

Browse to the Web page you created in Fireworks. It is usually a good idea to create a new folder for the graphics and other files when Dreamweaver suggests it.
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
