Storm Wreaks Havoc across the UK

Freak weather has been affecting the UK’s road, rail and air travel and left almost 12000 homes without power. The recent gale force winds pared with high spring tides has brought fears of flooding to people in the affected areas and they have been urged to stay vigilant.
The imminent threats of flooding have resulted into a number of flights at Heathrow and Gatwick airports were cancelled, while speed restrictions were put in place on some rail lines.  Flooding caused lane closures on the M25, while the Port of Dover was closed, with P&O Ferries unable to operate any of its Dover-Calais sailings, although it has now reopened. The RAC is also advising drivers to be prepared for hazardous driving conditions over the next few days.
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
